Are you eligible? All applicants must:

• Commit to the full training schedule
• Possess a high school diploma or GED
• Be unemployed or underemployed

Who should apply?
Strong written and verbal communicators that are comfortable managing their own time and working with 
patients in a clinical context. Complete schedule flexibility and the ability to commit to overnight shifts are a must. 
Commitment to the full training schedule (below with additional dates to follow) is required for program completion:

• Professional development sessions, Mondays from 9 a.m. – 1:30 p.m., from 6/3 – 8/5
• Certified Nursing Assistant Training (lectures & labs) Tuesdays – Thursdays from 8 a.m. – 4:30 p.m., from 6/4 – 6/20
• Certified Nursing Assistant Clinical Sessions, Tuesdays – Thursdays from 6:30 a.m. – 3 p.m., from 6/25 - 7/11
• One self-scheduled, 30-minute Career Coaching session per month via Zoom

This is a hybrid program that meets in-person and virtually. Consistent access to a laptop or desktop computer, 
broadband internet, a webcam, and a word processing program like Microsoft Word, Google Docs, or similar 
are required to complete the training.
